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Glass Bead Art
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Richly colored and patterned glass
beads are one of the traditional crafts of
Taiwan's indigenous people. The Paiwan
are especially well-known for their bead
art, considered one of the tribe's “three
treasures” along with pottery pots and
bronze knives. Apart from their visual
allure, these colorful beads also reflect
the society, religion and culture of the
Paiwan people.
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“Baliutus” is the Paiwan word for colored glass
beads. They are also known as “dragonfly beads”
or “dragonfly jade” due to their resemblance to
dragonfly eyes. Traditionally, glass beads could
only be worn by the nobility and chief of the
tribe. They also were considered a precious
dowry item given during tribal weddings, and
without them marriage was an unlikely prospect.
Today glass beads are frequently worn by
members of the tribe during major ceremonies.
They also have endured as one of the distinctive
handicraft arts of the tribe.

From the similarity of ancient glass beads
made by the Paiwan and those made by the
indigenous people of northern Borneo, it is
believed that the two tribes are related. The
tribe's traditional glass bead making methods
have been lost, however, and today the beads
are made with a western blowtorch method,
resulting in a finer and more lustrous product.

Each glass bead differs in color and pattern
and has a different legend behind it. The “Bead of
Noble Light” can only be worn by the chief and
can given as a congratulatory present to an elder.
The “Peacock Bead" is based on a story in which
a celestial being transformed into a peacock
and fell in love with the chief's daughter, and is
therefore seen as a token of love and beauty. The
“Sun Tear" bead refers to a story of the sun crying
because of its distance from the world; and the
“Hand Foot Bead" refers to the story of a pomelo
born to the chief and his wife, and whose seeds
formed into a human being. The “Warrior Bead,’
in turn has a serpentine diamond pattern and is
viewed as a symbol of honor and bravery.

These legends are seen to impart a mysterious
power to the glass beads, which are believed
to have a protective power and add a divine
dimension to the distinctive glass bead art of the
Paiwan people.
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Chaoby Enterprise Co., Ltd. was established in 1995. The company produces fruit gelatin, yokan, pastries,
cookies, and cakes and sells imported candy. Pineapple cakes and mung bean cakes are among the
company’s popular and tasty baked goods and are widely available at Taiwan’s top souvenir gift stores.
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Chaoby founder A-chang entered the baking
business at the age of 12. Over the past more
than 40 years, he has been steadily refining
his pastry and cake-making skills, earning his
company several awards for its trademark
pineapple cakes and decorated cakes. In 2002,
the bakery opened Refined Bakery Art to directly
serve consumers. Since then, the company has
become a well-known e-tailer of baked goods.
The company also has an unassuming bricks-
and-mortar store tucked away in a small alley by
the Xizhi Industrial Zone, the heavy scent of its
baked goods filling the air.

One of Chaoby’s best-selling items is ice mung
bean cake. These exquisite treats are made with
top-grade mung beans and red date paste filling
with no added preservatives. The cakes have a
delicate, melt-in-your mouth taste that has made
it a favored souvenir gift for visitors to Taiwan.
The company also sells its golden mung bean
cakes at duty-free shops. These cakes have a
prefect balance of buttery outer pastry and filling
to create their unforgettable taste and texture.

Chaoby’s mango pudding is made with

fresh Irwin mangoes from Tainan and 70%
mango juice to give this treat its addictive flavor
and texture. The company also makes a litchi
pudding that is so sweet.

For a healthy alternative, Chaoby also makes
savory crispy pastries with isomalt sugar-
substitute. The pastries achieve their healthy
goodness with a filling made of over 20
ingredients, including high-fiber vegetable and
fruit paste, wheat germ, oats, meat floss and
mushrooms. Chaoby's lotus seed cakes are made
from select lotus seeds and white gourd from
Baihe Township in Tainan County lotus seed
sweetened with castor sugar and slow-roasted
malt. All of these treats are also among Taiwan’s
most popular souvenir gifts.

reduce the sweetness and create a highly
nutritious, top quality, and guilt-free chewy treat
with a special nutty flavor.

Macadamia nuts also play a lead role in Honey

One of Yilan's best green walking routes
starts in Luodong, a township of both historic
neighborhoods and public buildings of a more
modern design. The architectural transformation
of the town owes to the efforts of a team led by
Taipei transplant Huang Sheng-yuan, who has
been working with the Yilan County Government
to gradually realize a comprehensive and
forward-looking makeover of the town’s built
environment, in the process creating an evolving
dialogue with the natural environment.

Reoxygenating in Luodong Forest

Departing from Luodong Station, the train
arrives first at the Luodong Forestry Culture Park
(known locally as Luodong Forest). The forest
is closely tied to the history of Luodong. Yilan'
s forestry industry rose during the Japanese
occupation period, fueling the growth of
Luodong as a timber transfer point. The township
lost this function after the logging stopped,
prompting the Luodong Forest District Office to
re-plan the township with a fresh new face. The
new development preserved the original timber
basins, Japanese-style loggers’ dormitories,
timber transport tracks, and other reminders of
the town’s logging history. Today the forest is a
popular get away for locals seeking fresh air in
nature's embrace.
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Throughout the area is an art installation of
wood figures, including some playing freeze tag
next to the blockhouse and others bird watching
from a lakeside terrace.

City Forest

The historic allures of Yilan can be enjoyed in
novel ways, and on foot, from Yilan Train Station.
In front of the station one can see the “Dududang
Forest,"an impressive canopied area with a tree-
inspired design. The “forest” is situated in the
front courtyard of a temple, with vendors and

Coastal Flora

The in-city natural charms of Yilan can also
be experienced in the village of Nan'ao on
the county’s coast. The Nan-Ao Protophyte
Specimens Garden covers about nine hectares
in what was originally a planted camphor
forest. After the Forestry Bureau moved the
Nanao Station here, the site was redeveloped
as a protophyte specimens garden. The
garden is planted with a wide variety of ferns,
angiosperms, bamboo, aquatic plants, vine
plants and herbs. All come together with the
trees to create a novel spot to walk and enjoy
the fresh air.

Lanyang Museum Inspired by the form of
a cuesta, the museum building harmonizes
with the natural landscape and offers carefully
planned exhibition spaces that present Yilan in all
of its cultural depth. The transparent facade also
admits spectacular vantages of the surrounding
mountains, plains and sea.

Cuesta-inspired Design

Driving along the Toucheng section of the
Yilan Coastal Highway, one can't help but notice
the architecturally arresting Lanyang Museum.
Designed by architect Chris Yao, the cuesta-
like museum rises impressively by the highway,
is triangular design echoing Guishan Island
opposite it off the coast.

The museum is located at the old site of Wushi
Harbor. The harbor was a bustling port during
the Qing period, adding a historical dimension

to the site. This spot is also geographically
remarkable due to the cuestas that have formed
here.

The museum facade is composed of
rectangular granite slab and aluminum plating
that mimic the color scheme of reef rock and
subtly fuse the building with the surrounding
environment. The iron beam and glass curtain
wall structure further suggests the natural
fissuring seen in rock and admits to the interior a
sense of Yilan's trademark wind and rain.

The Mountain Level is a permanent exhibit on
the museum's fourth floor. Here visitors can see
life-like replicas of Taiwan beech and other tree
species, as well as real animal specimens. Among
the highlights at the third floor Plains Level are
exhibits introducing agriculture across the four
seasons, including areas showing rice from the
seedling stage to sun-drying the harvested grain.
The exhibits open a vivid window to the farming
culture that has emerged in Yilan's marshy land.
Finally, at the Ocean visitors can experience the
Kuroshio Current marine culture in Yilan.

unique hotels and B&Bs have been opened
in Yilan, a product of the county’s allure to
architects from across Taiwan. These architects
have brought different aesthetic sensibilities to
these buildings, many of which can be found
on the expansive Lanyang Plain, fusing design,
materials and facade to contribute a new
element to the beauty of this region.

The Floating Line Thought Island hotel in
Wujie Township, is a 6,611-square-meter B&B
built in the midst of a pool of water by the
architect brothers Lin Chin-te and Lin Hsien-
ching. The island-like hotel has the feel of both a
private residence and a dream-like space.

There are just five rooms in the hotel, each
with a fishing balcony and two with a private
swimming pool. From interior design to the
furniture style and layout, the hotel boldly
challenges conventional thinking of what a living
space can be.

Lodgers hoping to be the "master of the
island" for a day need to make advance
reservations with the host. In fact, a reservation
may be your only way to see this water
surrounded hotel up close!
